¢ The word “inclusive” is used in its broadest sense — the education includes information on LGBTQ people or laws relating to LGBTQ people. In cach states’ laws, either the topic
of homosexuality must or can be addressed, or education must be free from LGBTQ negative bias or portray homosexuality as a socially acceptable alternative to heterosexuality.
